What is the purpose of the open chair? 
• It is there to reflect the heart of God.  Matthew 11:28-30; Revelation 22:16-17 
• It is there to remind us that we are not exclusive. 
• It is there to keep us aware of our mission, reaching the unchurched and the 

unconnected. 
• It is there to be filled by a new person!
